? Who can participate in the ceremony?

Application. If you have already submitted your Application for Graduation or decide to attend at a later date,
you can notify the Student Records Office, of your intent to participate in the ceremony.

? [How do [ get information about the commencement ceremony and events?

A letter with the final information for the ceremony will be mailed out to graduation candidates one month
prior to commencement to the local address indicated by the student on their Graduation Application.

? Are invitations or guest tickets required for the commencement ceremony?

There is no limit to the number of guests you can invite to the commencement ceremony. Graduates will be
able to receive ten free formal graduation announcements to send to family and friends. The announcements
will be available at the Student Records Office located in Schafer Hall one month prior to the commencement

Caps and gowns will
be available for purchase at the BSC Student Union through a Balfour representative and. Graduates are able
to call the Balfour office to place an order at (877)746-4715.

The ceremony will last approximately two hours.
